COMMUNIQUE
of the International Expert Session
"The Role Of Women Scientists In The Global
Challenges Of Our Time"
within the framework of
the Second Eurasian Women's Forum

The International Expert Session "The Role of Women Scientists in the
Global Challenges of Our Time" within the framework of the Second Eurasian
Women's Forum held in the city of St. Petersburg, Russian Federation, on
September 20, 2018, brought together girls and women from different
countries who have achieved outstanding success in science, social and
political life and outreach and awareness-raising activities.

We, the participants of the International Expert Session "The Role of
Women Scientists in the Challenges of Our Time ",

BEARING IN MIND:

the priority of equal rights for men and women for sustainable
development of mankind,;

the principles and purposes of the UN Charter and the UNESCO
Constitution with reference to the strengthening of the role of women
scientists in the modern world;

the National Action Strategy for Women for 2017-2022;

the joint message by Audrey Azoulay, the UNESCO Director-General,
and Phumzile Mlambo-Ngcuka, the UN Women Executive Director, on the
occasion of the International Day for Women and Girls in Science
on 11 February 2018,

CONSIDERING that:

scientific and technological progress shall become even more
significant if the full advantage is taken of the talents, creativity and scientific
potential of girls and women;

girls and women make up less than 30 percent of highly qualified
scientific personnel, their scientific and intellectual potential is not used to the
fullest;

most countries are far from achieving equality of rights for women and
men in the natural sciences, technology, engineering and mathematics at all
levels of the education system. The stereotyped distribution of roles in society
hinders the career development of girls and women, including in the scientific
field,



URGE all heads of states, governments and stakeholders together
with the UNESCO and the UN:

to popularize the full participation of girls and women in science, to
promote the slogan "The world needs science, and science needs women";

to draw public attention to the achievements of women and girls in
various fields of natural, technical, humanities sciences, technology,
engineering, to their daily progress in science and technology;

to show girls and women the way to leadership in scientific and
research activities and innovative business through the mentorship system
based on examples of successful women’s careers, to help them develop
their careers, as well as to advocate equal opportunities to participate in
research and management activities of scientific and public organizations;

to encourage and support girls and women to achieve their full potential
as scientific researchers and innovators;

to join efforts of the public and private sector and civil society in order to
ensure that girls and women enjoy the increased representation, have
necessary opportunities for successful work and development in academic
fields and scientific breakthroughs in the future;

to consider the possibility of establishing in each country of Eurasia a
national award for women scientists similar to the International Award For
Women In Science established in 1998 by the L'Oreal-UNESCO program;

to hold annual meetings of Eurasian women scientists on the priority
tasks of human development in terms of the UN and UNESCO priorities,

CALL UPON the heads of states, political and public figures,
representatives of scientific and cultural circles, mass media and public
associations to render every possible assistance in popularization and
practical implementation of the provisions enshrined in this Communique.
